At a regular meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Amity, held on the 27th day of May 2025 at 7:00 p.m. at the Town Hall, 1 Schuyler St, Belmont, NY 14813.
Upon motion of Councilmember Burton, seconded by Councilmember Hand, the following resolution was introduced:

WHEREAS, Delaware River Solar is developing a solar project referred to as the Amity Solar I LLC project, (the “Project”) on property located at 5494 Belvedere Road in the Town; and
    
WHEREAS, the Town has issued a conditional Solar Energy System Facility Permit (the “Permit”) for the Project on November 14, 2024; and

WHEREAS, Condition 6(c) of the Special Authorization requires that the Project enter into a decommissioning agreement (the “Decommissioning Agreement”), acceptable to the Town Attorney, to establish the terms and conditions for the execution of the final Decommissioning Plan and establishing the financial surety to be provided to the Town to ensure the necessary funding for implementing the Decommissioning Plan; and
WHEREAS, the proposed Decommissioning Agreement, attached as Exhibit A, has been reviewed by Knauf Shaw LLP, special counsel to the Town for review of the Project, and found to be acceptable; and 
WHEREAS, Condition 7(b) requires that, prior to commencement of operations of the Project, financial security (“Financial Security”), to be held by and for the sole benefit of the Town, be provided to be used by the Town for implementing the Decommissioning Plan in the event the Project owner fails to do so; and
WHEREAS, Condition 6(e) requires the amount of the Financial Security to be equal to 100% of the estimated cost of implementing the Decommissioning Plan with a a renewal every three years based on the estimate to implement the Decommissioning Plan at that time; and
WHEREAS, the Decommissioning Agreement proposes a decommissioning bond in the amount of $195,548.00.
WHEREAS, Condition 7(f) of the Special Authorization requires that the Project enter into an agreement, acceptable to the Town Attorney (the “Landscaping Agreement”), to establish the terms and conditions for the posting of an irrevocable bond for the replacement of trees for landscaping valid for a period of five years from the date of the Certificate of Completion of the Project, to ensure the landscaping accomplishes the visual buffering intended by the approved landscaping plan; and
WHEREAS, the amount of the bond for tree replacement shall be equal to 100% of the estimated cost of one complete replacement of the landscape screening presented in the approved landscaping plan; and
WHEREAS, the proposed Landscaping Agreement, attached as Exhibit B, has been reviewed by Knauf Shaw LLP, special counsel to the Town for review of the Project, and found to be acceptable. 
BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Board of the Town of Amity, New York, as
follows:
1. The Board finds that the adoption of the Decommissioning Agreement and Landscaping Agreement by the Town, in the terms presented in Exhibit A and Exhibit B, are consistent with the requirements of the Permit and is in the best interests of the Town of Amity; and 
2. The Board authorizes the Town Supervisor to enter into the Decommissioning Agreement and Landscaping Agreement on behalf of the Town and execute those documents necessary to memorialize such agreement. 
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
