The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes for the November 11th meeting were correct to indicate Supervisor Criss voted Nay for the Bond Anticipation Resolution.
Minutes for the November 18th meeting were corrected to include the word budget which had been omitted when the clerk typed the minutes.  

Motion to accept the minutes of the previous two meetings with corrections was made by Councilman Skinner. Second by Supervisor Criss.  Councilmen Skinner, Clendenin, Zenoski and supervisor Criss all voted Aye.  No Nay votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0. 
A motion to accept the Amity Rescue Contract was made by Supervisor Criss.  The second was made by Councilman Zenoski.  Councilman Skinner, Zenoski, Clendenin and Supervisor Criss all voted Aye.  No Nay votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0.
Resolution 2013-022 to appoint Paula Van Dyke to the planning board was introduced by Supervisor Criss.  Supervisor Criss made a motion to accept this resolution.   No second was made Supervisor Criss asked for a Roll Call Vote.

Councilmen Clendenin, Zenoski and Skinner all voted Nay.  Supervisor Criss voted Aye.  Motion Failed 1-3-0.

Councilman Skinner felt that Resolutions 2013-021, 024 and 025 should be tabled to allow the incoming board determine who should be placed on the planning committee.  Some discussion followed.  The resolution were tabled

A motion to pass resolution 2013-023 transfer of funds was made by Councilman Skinner.  The second was made by Councilman Zenoski.

Councilman Skinner, Zenoski, Clendenin and Supervisor Criss all voted Aye.  There were no Nay votes.   Resolution passed 4-0-0.

Resolution 2013-026 was introduced appoint Bill Bigelow Highway Superintendent.  Councilman Skinner made a motion to rescind resolution 2013-019 and accept resolution 2013-026.  The second was made by Councilman Clendenin.  Councilman Skinner, Clendenin and Zenoski all voted Aye.  Supervisor Criss abstained.  Resolution passed 3-0-1.

The Allegany County Resolution for chargebacks for the County’s role in preparing the tax bills.  The board reviewed the resolution.

Highway Superintendent Bigelow reported on the accomplishments and the upcoming projects that the Town Highway is doing.  The town needs permits to work on the creek on Saunders hill.  They are working on that.  Working on Equipment inventory.  Bridge repaired on Back River Road.  Cleaned up in cemetery after wind damage.  Maintenance on Highway buildings.  Bill went to an association of Highways meeting on the 3rd of December.  Dot informed Highway that Highway inventory had not been turned in for last year.  Dot was going to take chips money away  because they did not think the town had the mileage stated on some roads.  Superintendent Bigelow measured the highways in question and got the mileage back.  Some discussion between the town board and Bill regarding some work done in the cemetery.  Bill reported he had ordered the truck and got the price down about 16,000 from the original price.
  A motion to accept the General abstract 12 in the amount of $23,666.40 and Highway abstract 12 in the amount of $33053.09  was made by CouncilmanZenoski .  Second by Councilman Skinner.

Councilmen Skinner, Zenoski, and Clendenin and Supervisor Criss all voted Aye.  No Nay Votes.  Motion Carried 4-0-0.

Supervisor Criss acknowledged Dianne Quaintance and Paula VanDyke.  The question of why do we have a planning board was asked of the board.  Councilmen Skinner and Zenoski explained why the Town needs a planning board as well as the benefits to the Town.  This would include Chips money and possible grants that could be obtained by a planning board.  Additional discussion regarding training and what would be the direction of the planning board took place.    Dianne Quantance told the board that at this time they did not feel that they had any direction.  Supervisor Criss voiced his concern that the Planning board would just add a layer of government and is a tool for zoning.  Considerable discussion between the board and Dianne.  Supervisor Criss said he considers the Comprehensive plan to be all about land Control.    Dianne asked if the board was deal with just commercial issues.  That would be a part of their duties.  Paula VanDyke indicated that the alleged law that was discussed in June was just a guide and provided no power.  
Dave Gominiak asked about the SPCA site.  He indicated that the SPCA has already broken ground.  The clerk was asked in the SPCA had a building permit.  The Clerk answered no.  Additional follow up will be done by contacting the building inspector John Clause.

A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Councilman Skinner. Second by Councilman Zenoski. All Councilman and the Supervisor voted Aye.  No Nay votes.  Motion Carried 4-0-0.
No time was set for the next meeting.  That will be set at a later time.
