The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dana Ross at 7:00PM.
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
A motion to wave the reading of the minutes of the last meeting was made by Councilperson Miranda VanDyke.  A second to the motion was made by Councilperson Brian Clendenin.

SUPERVISOR ANNOUNCMENTS:
Letter of resignation from Pete Gambino from the BAR.  The vacancy will be taken care of tonight.
No executive session tonight.  Wednesday September 17th at 4PM a meeting will be held with the union representatives and the Town.  Supervisor Ross is hoping to complete the negotiations no later than October.

GUESTS:
Clerk Winterhalter was asked to speak in place of Rich Hollis from the Board of Elections.  The letter sent to the Town regarding things that needed to be fixed at the Board of Elections at Amity Rescue to be ADA compliant.  These were the handicap parking signs were not high enough, a crake in the handicap ramp that leads to the sidewalk and the third issue was the bushes were overgrowing the sidewalk.  The Town was to fix these.  Superintendent Bigelow did raise the handicap parking signs to the correct height.
A discussion followed.  The Town does not fell it should be responsible for maintaining Amity rescue to be ADA compliant since the Rescue holds many public events at that site.  If they are not compliant for voting then they cannot be compliant for any other public event.  Supervisor Ross will contact the Board of Elections regarding this.

Harold Mitchel chairman of the planning board was given to the opportunity to speak.  Harold submitted his budget request for 2015.  He also presented a questionnaire that he wishes to send to Amity residents.  See exhibit B.  Some discussion regarding putting this on the web site.  Clerk Winterhalter will look into what it would take to modify the web site to accommodate this.  Finally, Harold discussed with the board how to establish better communication with the board.  Supervisor Ross asked if a board member would serve as a liaison with the Planning Board.  Miranda VanDyke will be this person.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Mr Zajacek has contacted an attorney regarding his situation at the cemetery, refer to last months minutes.  Supervisor Ross and John Francisco had a conversation about this.  That pavers could be put back in the ground and that Mr. Zajacek could bring a removable chair to sit on.  Joe would no longer be allowed to maintain the grave site due to the liability it created.  This information was presented to Joe’s lawyer.  The lawyer agreed this was a satisfactory solution.

45MPH signs are not yet installed.  Signs are on order and will be installed one at each end when they arrive.

A bus stop ahead sign has been installed on Windfall Road.

Superintendent Bigelow provided monthly lease’s from Cat of $3,300.00 from John Deere for $3,900.00 and from Case for $4,400.00.

A discussion regarding the purchase vs rental of a bulldozer took place.  Bill is in favor of purchase.  The board seems to be leaning toward Lease. This discussion included projects for which a bulldozer would be required.

No decisions were made.  Superintendent Bigelow will get more information.

No water district update was needed as nothing new has happened since last month’s update.

ON GOING BUSINESS:
 Abstracts, DCO report, town clerks report, bookkeeper’s report and YTD budget were all reviewed.  Some discussion regarding two at large dogs noted in the DCO report took place.  The DCO has resolved this issue.  Clerk Winterhalter announced that no fines have been seen for appearance tickets.  The justice report will be reviewed monthly by the clerk.
NEW BUSINESS:

Resolution 2014-024 to appoint Barb Zlomek to the Planning board was presented and passed 4-0-0.
Resolution 2014-025 to appoint Dave Gominiak was presented and passed 4-0-0.  Refer to resolutions filed with the town clerk for additional information.

Supervisor Ross announced that Belmont Village Court apartments is going to court to get there assessment reduced.  A discussion with the assessor has indicated that the values being used by Belmont Village Court are not appropriate numbers.   The Town is not going to provide a voluntary reduction.

HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:

Changed a 30 inch pipe on Hills Road that has failed.
The changing of four pipes on Ackerman Hill has been completed.

The Town of Amity has provided assistance to the Towns of Allen, Granger, Wellsville with road projects.

Fixed the brakes on the Peterbilt truck.

Potholes through the Town are being patched.

Trimming around guard rails, bridges and signs is being done.

Two burials and a cremation burial were done at Forest Hills.

First round of mowing has been completed.  A second round has started.

A meeting with FEMA to visit sites that would qualify for money was completed.

Discussion regarding report took place.  No decisions made or votes taken.

APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS:

  A motion to accept the General Abstract 09 in the Amount of $14,273.56 and Highway abstract 09 in the Amount of $22,537.17 made by VanDyje .  A second was made by Councilperson Clendenin.  All councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  No Nay votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0.
