The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dana Ross at 7:00PM.
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
A motion to wave the reading and approve the minutes of the previous meeting, the budget public hearing and the budget approval meeting was made by Councilperson VanDyke.  Councilperson Clendenin made the second.  All councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  The motion carried 4-0-0.

SUPERVISOR ANNOUNCMENTS:
Supervisor Ross announced the 2015 Startup meeting would be January 5th, 2015 at 7PM.  A few changes were going to be presented in some of the startup resolutions.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

There have been no new developments for the Water District project.

ON GOING BUSINESS:
The DCO report was reviewed.  A short discussion took place regarding changing the schedule of fines for dog owner offenses.  It was decided that the fines were dictated by the State.  

The clerks report, bookkeepers report and the YTD budget were reviewed.  No discussion followed.

NEW BUSINESS:

Councilperson VanDyke gave a update on the purchase of property for the Fire Hall.  The fire company is going to purchase land for $48,000.00.  The land will then be given to the Village of Belmont.  The Village will then annex it.  The Town board as a whole did not approve of this and were dissatisfied that the Village did not have any conversations with the Town regarding this matter.  It was suggested that putting the fire district on that side of Town may hurt the district if mandated mergers would ever be recommended.  

Additional Discussion followed.

It was decided that Councilpersons VanDyke, Brown and Clendenin would attend the next Village meeting.  The will be reassuring the Village that the Town would like to work with the Village in all matters that will benefit both the Village and the Town.

No other decisions or votes were taken on the matter pertaining to the Belmont Fire District.

The matter of the Town purchasing the marriage ceremony book and certification for Tom Brown came up.  The board asked that a letter be sent to Tom indicating the Town would discontinue the practice of purchasing this.

HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:
Superintendent Bigelow reporting.

Maintenance on trucks and leaf sucker has been completed

Loose stone on Whitcomb Road and Tuckers Corners has been swept off.
Dry Brook and Black River Roads were patched.
Cleaned up leaves from Forest Hill cemetery.

Stone for future use has been hauled to Town garage.

Received help from the Town of Alma with patching

Two burials at Forest Hill cemetery were done.

The equipment necessary for winter weather has been checked and is ready to go.

A 24 inch pipe on Plumbottom Road was replaced.

400 ton of salt and sand from Buffalo Crushed Stone was hauled to the Town Garage.

Brush and trees on Baker Valley Road have been trimmed to allow for Winter plowing.

The FEMA meeting last was went well.  The first Blue Book has been completed making way for the first payment of about $36,000.00  to be made before the end of this year.

Request for CHIPS money will be turned in Wednesday November 12, 2014.

APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS:

  A motion to accept the General Abstract 11 in the Amount of $13,620.57 and Highway abstract 11 in the Amount of $32,098.74 made by Councilperson Clendenin.  A second was made by Councilperson Brown.  All councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0.
