The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dana Ross at 7:00PM.
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Dana Ross welcomed all councilpersons and guest to the meeting and wished them a Happy Holiday Season.

Asked the council to review the chargeback resolution from the County.  Resolution 215-14.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

No water district update.
Councilperson VanDyke reported on the village meeting attended by her and Councilperson Brown.  The village would like to have quarterly meetings with the Town and Village Councils.  

When questioned about the purchase of land on Hood Road for a new fire department the village announced that this subject was Village business and Village business only.  The Town would have no input.  This lead to a lengthy discussion amongst the council members.  No decisions were made.

No update on WilMac Park.  Some discussion followed regarding the use of the Tennis courts.  One suggestion would be that the holes where the stands for the tennis nets were be filled in.  Lines be drawn and the area used for much needed parking.  Follow up will continue.

The Town and Village are in negotiations for a maintenance agreement to plow .24 miles of Ackerman Hill Road which borders the Town boundaries.

ON GOING BUSINESS:

DCO, Clerks report, Bookkeepers Report and YTD budget report were all reviewed.  No discussion.
NEW BUSINESS:

Justice audit resolution 2014-027 was tabled until the startup meeting on January 5th, 2015.
Resolution 2014-028 to correct the standard work day was introduced and reviewed.  Councilperson Brown moved to accept this resolution.  Councilperson VanDyke made the second.  All councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0.
Resolution 2014-029  transfer of funds was introduced and reviewed.  Councilperson Brown moved to accept this resolution.  Councilperson VanDyke made the second.  All councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0.

HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:

Concluded paperwork during a meeting with FEMA.
CHIPS paperwork was submitted.

All plow trucks were equipped with plows and checked to be sure they were ready for the upcoming winter.

The gearbox in the A4 was repaired.

Final mowing and cutting of brush was done on Irish Settlement Road.  A chipper was borrowed from the Town of Angelica.

A load of coal was picked up and offloaded at the Town Barn.

Attended the Highway Association meeting.

Weather required that plowing and sanding be done several times this past month.

No call was received from Erie County to assist with snow removal during the recent snow storm.

A motion to approve abstract 12 for General Fund in the amount of $20,781.49 and Abstract 12 for the Highway fund in the amount of $23,006.19 was made by Miranda VanDyke.  Josh Brown made the second.  
All councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0.

ROUND TABLE:
Clerk Winterhalter asked about a resolution to reduce the Planning board from 7 members and 2 alternates to 5 members and 2 alternates.  It was agreed this resolution would be presented at the startup meeting.
OPEN TO THE PUBLIC:

Some discussion regarding WilMac Park took place.  This discussion resulted in a letter to be written by the Supervisor to invite Kevin Scott to the next regular board meeting.

Additional discussion took place regarding some rumors that indicated the Town wanted the land on Hood road to be used by the Village to build a New Town Hall.  It was stated that this rumor also indicated that it was included in the Towns 2012 audit.  This rumor was dismissed as untrue by the Supervisor.  The Supervisor also informed the guests that nothing was ever in the Audit to suggest this idea.
