All Votes taken at this meeting will be by roll call.

The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dana Ross at 7:00PM.  
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
A motion to wave the reading of the minutes of the last meeting and approve these minutes was made by Supervisor Ross.  A second to the motion was made by Councilperson VanDyke. 

All councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  The motion carried 4-0-0.

SUPERVISOR ANNOUNCMENTS:
Supervisor Ross read the letter of resignation from Jeff Zenoski.  The resignation was accepted. 
GUESTS:
Randy Swarthout of the Sheriff’s department was introduced.  Randy is the 911 coordinator.  The purpose of this visit was to provide the board with updated information regarding the numbering for rural residence of the Town of Amity.  He explained how the numbers are determined using measurements. The measurements are designed so that the addresses are accurate and not duplicated.  GPS is not used.  He further informed that the Amity Rescue has applied for a grant to help defray the cost.  No information has been received by the State of NY at this time.  Recommended that signs be two sided with reflective numbering.  He indicated that the cost of each sign without the posts would be between $15.00 and $25.00 each.  There is a couple of business in the County that would be able to make these signs.  He provided the specifications of the signs.
No time frame has been set for this project but a 4 year gradual roll in might be a good plan.  
Supervisor Ross suggested that the Town, the Rescue and the Fire department might want to consider a joint grant.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A meeting will be set up with MRB to complete the project understanding which should be completed by March.
Councilperson Brown did not have an update on the use of the tennis courts at WilMac Park.  Supervisor Ross asked to have something by April.

ON GOING BUSINESS:

The Abstracts, Clerks Report, DCO report, Bookkeepers report, YTD budget were all reviewed.  No discussion followed.
Supervisor Ross discussed sending the DCO to a training seminar.  All board members agreed she should attend.  The Clerk will notify the DCO of board approval.

NEW BUSINESS:

The town board has approved the placement of memorial benches at WilMac Park.  The memorial benches will replace the current wooden benches.  The clerk will have a resolution ready for the March meeting.
Bill Bigelow, superintendent of highways, informed the board that all safety training for aerial lift operators was done.  Bill is a certified trainer.  All certificates are on file at the Town Clerks office.   All safety inspections in accordance with OSHA have been completed and everything is up to code.  He will be looking into getting new safety harness for the aerial lift operators’ soon.

Complaint forms were reviewed.  Copies of these forms will be filed with the Clerk and copies made available to the concerned persons.

Resolution 2015-013 to appoint Barb Zlomek to the Town council was presented and discussed.  A motion to approve the resolution was made by Dana Ross.  The motion was seconded by Miranda VanDyke.  All councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no nay votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0.

Resolution 2015-014 to add a portion of Philips Creek Road to the Towns Highway inventory was presented and discussed.  A motion to approve the resolution was made by Dana Ross.  The motion was seconded by Brian Clendenin.  All councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no nay votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0.

Resolution 2015-015 to appoint Andrew Cornell town attorney was presented and discussed.  A motion to approve the resolution was made by Dana Ross.  The motion was seconded by Brian Clendenin.  All councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no nay votes.  Motion carried 4-0-0.

HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:
The highway association meeting in Cuba was attended.

A meeting with John Neeson at the Kemp house was done for the purpose of completing the asbestos survey.  The shingles contain asbestos and will require removal by an approved abatement contractor.  La Forge has been contacted regarding this removal.

Multiple repairs were made to the plow trucks exhaust systems, hydraulic lines and lights were done.

New blades were installed on the brush hog and some brush was cut on Saunders Hill Road.

Contacted the Wilson’s about there complaint.  The problem was resolved.

Received money from FEMA and the State for the flood damage.

Two burials were done at Forest Hill.

National Fuel changed the meters at the town highway building.

Had 200 ton of Sand was delivered by the County.

Keep current with snow plowing.

A short discussion regarding salt and sand on hand vs what may be needed for the rest of the Winter.  Going to vary depending on weather.
