All Votes taken at this meeting will be by roll call.

The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dana Ross at 7:00PM.
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
A motion to wave the reading of the minutes of the last meeting and accept the minutes as written was made by Councilperson Miranda VanDyke.  A second to the motion was made by Councilperson Josh Brown. 

All councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  The motion carried 5-0-0.

GUESTS:
Rich Ewell and Ian Whitehouse from Richardson and Stout were introduced.

A presentation was given to the board regarding insurance coverage for the Town of Amity and its employees.  Several handouts were provided for the board.  After the presentation the board asked several questions.  A recommendation was made to switch insurance to NYMIR which has been set up primarily to meet the insurance needs of municipalities.

A decision will be made at the next board meeting.
SUPERVISOR ANNOUNCMENTS:
Two properties are up for tax sale on Willets avenue.  

Discussion regarding all Amity rescue personal getting the necessary physicals.  If they should get injured the liability could fall back on the Town.

Announced training for Supervisors on 3/31 at the crossroads which will help provide the governors requirement to have a resource sharing plan in place by June of 2015.

The request for a grant made by Amity Rescue for the rural residents number signs was denied due to lack of funds.
A letter was written on behalf of Amity to Senator Young explaining the need for both the signs and financial assistance.

A letter on behalf of Amity was written to Chairman Crandall requesting that the Town be kept up to date regarding developments the County is undertaking at the Truck Stop.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

A meeting regarding the water district with the village regarding a letter of understanding will take place later this month.
Councilperson Brown gave an update regarding turning the tennis courts at WilMac into a parking area.  Josh indicated that he found that many years ago some discussion regarding the parking area had been discussed. There was a general agreement that this would be a good idea.

A discussion regarding the need for ordnance for enforcement of both hours and parking restrictions will need to be in place.  Additional discussion will take place at future meetings.

The supervisor asked the assessor to provide a format estimate for data collection by the April meeting.

ON GOING BUSINESS:

All reports were reviewed.  No discussion took place.
NEW BUSINESS:

One complaint form was reviewed.  No action was taken.
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:
A lot of plowing has been done along with routine maintenance to vehicles.

LaForge will be removing the singles from the Norton Street house within the next few months.  Demolition will begin sometime in the Spring or Summer.
APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS:

  A motion to accept the General Abstract 03 in the Amount of $14,725.29  and Highway abstract 03 in the Amount of $20,752.63  made by Councilperson Brian Clendenin.  A second was made by Councilperson Miranda VanDyke.

All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  Motion carried 5-0-0.
