The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:

Snow plowing was done as necessary.  

Repairs made to trucks as required.

Mowing equipment was made ready for the mowing season.

Pipes that were frozen were thawed.

Held a meeting with LaForge regarding the removal of the asbestos in the Kemp house which has been removed.  The House will be taken down within the next couple of weeks by the Town crew.

Brush along Amity Lake and Saunders Hill has been cut and mowed.

Many potholes have been patched.

 Fallen trees in Ingraham Creek were cleared.

Town crew attended County sponsored safety meeting.

Garbage continues to accumulate in the ditch along Irons Road.  This garbage was cleaned out again.

A bad drive way pipe on Eymer Road was replaced and parts of the ditch that had washed out was repaired.

The railroad crossing repairs on Plumbottom and Ingram road has been scheduled for April 27th and May 4th, 2015.

Permission was asked to bring back Dave Mehlenbacher for the summer. 

SUPERVISOR ANNOUNCMENTS:
The shared services meeting was attended by Dana Ross and Barb Zlomek.  Dana explained the jest of the meeting which was to obtain State Rebates if the Town could show a 2 % savings.  Dana further explained how the Town had already accomplished some of that through actions already taken by the town.  He added other things the Town could do to save more.   Such as :

Have a regional Justice.

Buy parts and supplies in bulk with other Towns.

Buy property at tax sale, fix them up and resell them.

He recommended the Town become involved in shared services.  After a interactive discussion with the board and guests, there was a general agreement among the board to pursue this program.  Supervisor Ross will have completed the necessary paper work by June 1, 2015.
NYMIR offers training sessions to all town employees and have an annual meeting May 1st.

State and Local government conference was discussed.  No one on the board was interested in attending.

Changes to the health policy are being looked at.  Supervisor wants to get opinions from the employees regarding benefits.  It is not the intent of the Town to dictate what benefits they should receive.

Amity Rescue has several members that have not yet received the mandated physicals.  The Town would be liable for any injuries to these people without the physicals.  A discussion regarding how best to pressure the issue took place.  No firm decisions were made.

Clerk Winterhalter explained the reason a check for $528.75 was given to the town from the Clerks account.  There were two checks that were over 2 years old that had not been cashed.  Refer to exhibit C.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

Assessor provided an update regarding STAR applications that are coming in late.  She is doing what  she can to process these applications.
Full Data Collection report will be ready for the May meeting.

The NYMIR insurance binder is filed in the Supervisors office.

Councilman Brown reported that WilMac will be used as it has always been used and that some of the practice sessions will be held at Genesee Valley School.  The plan for turning the tennis courts into parking is underway.

A cemetery rules committee was formed.  The committee will consist of John Francisco, Barb Zlomek and Brian Clendenin.  This committee will bring suggestions for rules changes to the May meeting.
