GUESTS:
Supervisor Ross introduced Jack Wood of Allegany County IDA.
Mr. Wood spoke on the progress of bringing water from Friendship.  The board and Mr. Wood engaged in a considerable discussion.  Supervisor Ross indicated the Town would take no action at this time.  The proposal and requested resolutions will be reviewed by the Town Attorney.  Additional discussion will take place during the September meeting.
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:
The Highway superintendent reported that much of the towns resources for the past month have been devoted to working on Ackerman Hill Road.

He is working with the Little League regarding the lawn care at WilMac Park.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
A discussion regarding changes to be made to the cemetery service fees took place.  A new fee scheduled was developed and will be presented at the September board meeting in the form of a resolution for consideration.  Supervisor Ross suggested it would be reasonable to consider fee analysis every two years.

Councilperson VanDyke gave a update regarding the SPCA.  The SPCA is working on partnerships with Alfred State.  They are also working to get partnerships with BOCES.  The SPCA will run a thrift shop the proceeds of which will be used to pay utility bills.

ON GOING BUSINESS:
All reports were reviewed and accepted without comment.
APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS:
A motion to accept highway abstract #8 for $35,329.46 and General Abstract #8 for $14,604.39 was made by Council person Brown and second by Councilperson VanDyke.
All councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  Motion carried 5-0-0.
NEW BUSINESS:
Resolution 2015-020 for the renewal of BAN was introduced by Supervisor Ross.  A motion to approve the renewal was made by Supervisor Ross and seconded by Councilperson VanDyke.  There was no discussion.  All councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  Motion Carried 5-0.

John Clouse had previously shown the board a acknowledgement form he was going to use for roof building permits.  The board found the form acceptable.

ROUND TABLE:
Supervisor Ross discussed Belmont Village Counts request to be taxed at 91% assessment.  The low end of the fee to settle this would be about 5,000.00 with no guarantee of winning.  The board was asked to consider a plan.

Councilperson Zolmek reported on progress toward reinstating the summer rec program.

Councilperson VanDyke discussed the need to have some land use regulations.  Supervisor Ross indicated that he was working on getting that as the first of many ordnances which are needed in Amity to support the Comprehensive Plan.
