The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dana Ross at 6:58 PM.
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
A motion to wave the reading of the minutes of the last meeting and to accept those minutes was made by Councilperson Miranda Gates.  A second to the motion was made by Councilperson Don Skinner.  All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  The motion carried 5-0-0.

GUESTS:  Jack Wood was present and discussed Solar City that could possibly be looked into for the landfill. Solar City is a better way to deliver clean more affordable energy.  This could mean up to  40% savings for the County in electric costs. The electric rates for RG&E will be increased next year.  There was also a lengthy discussion of the Belvidere Project and what is anticipated in the future. 
SUPERVISOR ANNOUNCMENTS: Amity Rescue Squad passed their inspection. ISO fire survey was done and some areas re-designated. There is a Public Hearing Notice for June 28, 2016 on rate increase for gas starting next year if anyone is interested.   Notice received that Independent Health rates are going up by $170.00 per month per family plan. The percentage families are paying will go up.  We will be looking at this again next year during negotiations. 
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Exhibit B. The bulldozer needs to be insured and Supervisor Bigelow will contact Richardson & Stout.  A resident on Farr Road reported trees hanging in road. Supervisor Bigelow will take a look at it.  Comments were made that the Forest Hill Cemetery looked really good for Memorial Day and thanks were given to the Highway crew.  The payroll “lag” needs to be discussed with employees and Superintendent Ross wants a decision to resolve this by the next meeting.  He also requested the Equalization Reports for review.  The Town would like to borrow the striper from the State DOT and one is available. A Shared Services Agreement is needed. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: Water district project between the Village and Town was discussed and we are waiting for the attorney to provide the Memo of Understanding. It was suggested to have the MRB do it for us.  Supervisor Ross will look into that. 
ON- GOING BUSINESS:  Resolution 2016-016 Town of Amity Town Board Formation of the Allegany Crossroads Utility Corp was signed and handed to Mike Healy and Mr. Wood.  This was needed to move forward on the Belvidere Development Project.  The resolution was moved by Supervisor Ross and seconded by Councilperson Skinner.

ROUND TABLE:  The Allegany County SPCA has contacted the Town Clerk requesting a contract with them and after talking with the Dog Control Officer it was decided we would not engage in a contract with them. The DCO takes dogs to Joyful Rescues and we have a contract with the Village of Wellsville to use their kennels when needed.  Barb Zlomek has received a check from the Allegany County Sheriff’s Union to be used toward the Summer Recreation Program.  It was decided that the check be returned and a promissory note requested for next year as we are not able to start the program this summer.  There will be a joint meeting with the Town Board and Planning Board on June 27th or 30th.  Wendy Skinner from the Planning Board will let us know.
OPEN TO THE PUBLIC:  Wendy reported there are three memorial benches that can be mounted behind home plate at Wilmac Park.  She asked if the donor, BBA, or Town Highway Crew would be responsible for installing. Highway Supervisor Bigelow will ask his crew to help.  There was a discussion about the American Flag at Wilmac Park that is being left up overnight with no light on it.  It was decided that it was the Belmont Youth League’s responsibility not the Town. A letter will be sent to them with a suggestion of using a solar light and care of the flag. Dave Gominiak questioned if there was any progress on the properties that have had building permits and if they have had new assessments done. Supervisor Ross indicated he has spoken with the building inspector recently. Re-evaluation has to be done but the issue is where to get the monies to pay for this. This will be discussed at a later date.  Dave also asked if the Town Emergency Plan for disaster has been re-evaluated.  This is up to the Town Planning Board per Supervisor Ross.
