All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  The motion was carried 5-0-0.

SUPERVISOR ANNOUNCMENTS: Supervisor Ross read a thank you note from the BBA for providing the port-a- potties for Amity Daze. The insurance from Richardson & Stout was decreased when the bulldozer was added because the value of the Peterbuilt was decreased.  This was a savings of $550.00 which will stay in the insurance account. Charter Communications will take over Time Warner and we have been assigned a representative. The Wireless Association is seeking comments on wireless pole attachment protection.   A letter was received from The Department of Taxation and Finance indicating our equalization rate was 92% and now tentatively 90%, a 2.22% difference.  We need to do re-evaluation soon providing we have funding. 
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Exhibit B. No update on the payroll “lag”.  All roads have been mowed and trimmed. Trees were taken care of on Farr and Feathers Creek Rd. Oil and stone will be put down on roads. Assistance was provided to Caneadea and Angelica. Guard rail on Back River Rd. was removed. Ditching has been done on Cooley Hill. A tin roof is almost complete on new pole barn. The shop is being painted and the Hazard Mitigation paperwork has been completed and sent to the County. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: We are still waiting for the attorney to provide the Memo of Understanding for the Water District Project. Supervisor Ross and Mayor Schmelzer will be meeting with our attorney.

APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS: Because there was a duplicate voucher in the Highway Abstract, there was a motion made by Councilperson Josh Brown to delete #85 and approve #88. A second was made by Councilperson Miranda Gates. All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.   The motion was carried 5-0-0.
