The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dana Ross at 7:02 PM. 
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
A motion to wave the reading of the minutes of the last meeting and to accept those minutes was made by Councilperson Skinner.  A second to the motion was made by Councilperson Zlomek.  All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  The motion was carried 3-0-0.

GUESTS:   None present
SUPERVISOR ANNOUNCMENTS:  Supervisor Ross indicated the budget process for 2017 is underway and the Board will hold a workshop meeting on Monday, October 17, 2016 from 6-8 pm.  Town Clerk will send reminders. The tentative budget is up $11,000.00 from last year which is way above the governor’s tax cap of 2%.  The new County Planner will be meeting with the Planning Board on October 17, 2017 at the Belmont Library at 6:30 PM per Wendy Skinner. The Town Board is welcome to attend.  A representative from the Governor’s Office, Laurie Cornell contacted the Belmont Rotary Club regarding the trees along the dam at the Belmont falls.  The DEC is in control of waterways and the representative cleared it for the Highway to put equipment in the water to clean up trees and debris.  Johnathan Ingalls is to contact Superintendent Bigelow to remove trees from dam.  It was suggested written permission is given to the Town from the DEC before this is started. 
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Exhibit B.  Superintendent Bigelow reported the sand and salt for winter is ready to haul in.  The Highway Department paved shoulders on Dry Brook Road, they finished preparing Stryker Road for oil and stone and they hauled in the rest of the stone needed.  Stryker and Dry Brook Road have been double coursed.  Alma, Andover, Friendship, Caneadea and Angelica helped oil and stone. Tin was purchased for the new pole barn so they can start to enclose sides.  Cemetery Hill Road has been crack filled.  A couple footers were poured in the cemetery.  
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: There is no representative available at this time for the union at the Highway Department in regards to the “lag”.  Per Supervisor Ross effective January 1, 2017, one day per pay period will be deducted from paychecks until the “lag” is complete. It is anticipated there will be no problems as the Highway employees should get over time pay during the winter months to make up for the deduction. Superintendent Bigelow was advised by Supervisor Ross that he will meet with the employees to discuss this matter if they contact him to set up a time to do so.

OLD BUSINESS:  John Clouse, Building Inspector will be attending the annual Fire Academy Training coming up. 
NEW BUSINESS:  None
APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS: A motion to accept the General Abstract 10 in the amount of $11,068.82 and Highway Abstract 10 in the amount of $24,388.47 made by Councilperson Barbara Zlomek.  A second was made by Councilperson Donald Skinner. All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.   The motion was carried 3-0-0.
ROUND TABLE: Supervisor Ross will complete the Unified Court Internal Audit ending 2015 and return it to the bookkeeper.  The Town is in need of a municipal lawyer.  Supervisor Ross will contact a few that were suggested.  No DCO report was submitted.  The Town Clerk has had a discussion regarding a matter with a customer and has asked the DCO Officer to reword her documentation and resubmit the report.  It has not been received as of this meeting. The DCO Officer indicated she would start putting up posters in the community reminding community members to license their dogs.  It will also be put on the community bulletin board when there is space available. The Town Clerk and Deputy Clerk has experienced a problem with the internet and it was decided to first contact Verizon to notify them of the problems and also the Town Clerk will check with the Village Clerk to ask about sharing their internet service with them using TWC.  Supervisor Ross indicated he would like to purchase furniture such as new chairs and possibly tablets for the Board members with any excess monies left over from this year’s budget.  There may be a grant available for office furniture which should be looked into at Cathy Young’s office.
