All Votes taken at this meeting will be by roll call.

The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dana Ross at 6:59 PM. 
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
A motion to wave the reading of the minutes of the last meeting and to accept those minutes was made by Councilperson Gates.  A second to the motion was made by Councilperson Skinner.  All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted aye.  There were no nay votes.  The motion was carried 5-0-0.

GUESTS:   Thomas Derx, Amity Resident.  Asking for support of having the Olean Street, Allegany County Route 20 (Gibson Hill) I-86 Overpass and Allegany County Route 20 (Gibson Hill) to Allegany County 48 Intersection and then to Belmont, NY designated in memory of his father, PFC Charles J. Derx – United States Army – WW II Purple Heart and Bronze Star Awarded.  A petition was left at the Town Clerk’s Office for individuals to sign.
SUPERVISOR ANNOUNCMENTS: Supervisor Ross indicated the Highway Department workers helped put up Christmas decorations on Main Street.  The Belmont Rotary Department gave the workers gift certificates for helping.  Supervisor Ross met with Mayor Schmelzer and there is work to be done on the creek by the old Laidlaw building on Greenwich Street.  Per Mayor Schmelzer, the Town would be responsible for part of the cost.  Supervisor Ross has asked Highway Superintendent Bigelow to come up with an estimate for the cost. 
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT:  Exhibit B.  The highway department has poured concrete at Wilmac Park for new benches as well as two footers at Forest Hill.  They helped the Town of Wellsville haul gravel and hauled the sand and salt for our town. Dry Brook Road was swept and loose stone cleaned up.  The Town of Alma helped pave on Plumbottom and DeLong Road. They performed maintenance on equipment and repaired multiple pieces.  Superintendent Bigelow attended the Highway Association meeting as well as meeting with Occustar on the drug and alcohol policies for each town.  Brush and a couple of trees were cut and cleaned up.   Leaves have been cleaned up in the cemetery.  Some shoulders were cut and cleaning around guard rails on Back River Road done.   Ditching was started on Farr Road.  Radiators on both Peterbilt plow trucks need to be re-cored.  Jonathan Ingalls from Friendship contacted Superintendent Bigelow regarding cleanup of trees at the Belmont falls. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: A motion was made to approve the preliminary 2017 budget was made by Supervisor Ross. A second to the motion was made by Councilperson Skinner.  All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted aye.  There were no nay votes. The motion was carried 5-0-0.     
OLD BUSINESS: The water project is still pending until the town obtains a lawyer.  Once this is done, we will proceed. 
NEW BUSINESS:  The Town received an email from Tony Subbio, CEM, CFM, PMP | Emergency Management Specialist requesting an update on the Allegany County Mitigation Update.  Supervisor Ross along with Wendy Skinner from the Town Planning Board took copies and will complete to resubmit. 
APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS: A motion to accept the General Abstract 10 in the amount of $26,654.48 and Highway Abstract 10 in the amount of $76,172.86 made by Supervisor Ross excluding the General voucher #243 for the cleaner shared by the Village and the Highway voucher #153 which is a duplicate.  A second to the motion was made by Councilperson Skinner.  All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.   The motion was carried 5-0-0.
ROUND TABLE: Councilperson Skinner suggested there be a fund started for the re-assessment process that needs to be done in the future.  It was suggested $20,000 - $25,000.00 and all agreed this is a good idea. Mr. Skinner as recommends we continue to work with the DEC and NYS to get the dam/falls cleaned up.  It does need to be done. 
 The Town is still looking for an attorney.  Supervisor Ross will contact some and asked them to come in on November 30, 2016 from 6:00-8:00 PM to meet with the Town Board and have a discussion before making a decision.  
 A discussion was held regarding our bookkeeper and the fact we need someone to cover for her if she is absent.  A decision needs to be made in the near future to get this coverage. 
Supervisor Ross indicated he would like to get tablets for the Board members and the Highway Supervisor.  Pictures could be taken and shared which would be beneficial and alleviate paper work.  There would have to be a usage policy in effect.  
Councilperson Zlomek brought up the Summer Recreation Program and indicated she has talked with The GV School Superintendent and they are planning a program this year.  He will keep us informed.  She also attended a Planning Board meeting to meet Craig Clark from Allegany County IDA.  

Christina VanCuren will be our cleaner for the Town. It was approved for her to purchase cleaning supplies. 

The Town Clerk and Deputy Clerk will be attending training on December 5, 2016 in Buffalo and the office will be closed that day.  
OPEN TO THE PUBLIC:  Wendy Skinner from the Town Planning Board reported Doug Serra talked to Jeff Luckey from the OES regarding an emergency plan for the Town.  They will use Friendship’s plan as a model. It would include town, village, fire department, etc. so there is only one plan.  They will need names and location of individuals in command.
NEXT MEETING: The next regular board meeting will be held the 12th of December 2016 at 7:00 PM at the Town Hall.
ADJOURN MEETING: A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Councilperson Skinner.  A second was made by Councilperson Miranda Gates. Motion Carried 5-0-0.
