The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dana Ross at 6:59 PM. 
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
A motion to wave the reading of the minutes of the last meeting and to accept those minutes was made by Councilperson Skinner.  A second to the motion was made by Councilperson Brown.  All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay votes.  The motion was carried 5-0-0.

GUESTS:   
SUPERVISOR ANNOUNCMENTS: Supervisor Ross indicated he reviewed the information received from Energy Enterprises and upon discussion with board members it was decided we are not interested in accepting an agreement with said company.  We cannot dictate to our citizens what energy company they must use.    
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Exhibit B.  Superintendent Bigelow reported brush was cut on Irons and Back River Roads, ditching is finished on Farr Road, more leaves were cleaned up in cemetery, radiator was changed in Peterbilt.  The County repaired the bridge on Saunders Hill Road.  All plow equipment has been mounted on trucks, an old shed has been picked up from old school for use, a new screen is being built when time is permitted.  There are issues with the new Mack and has been taken twice to be fixed.  A lawnmower will be purchased for the cemetery using monies left from cemetery worker that is no longer working. Highway Superintendent asked is pine trees at Wilmac Park can be taken down. Supervisor Ross stated the matter will be discussed at another time.  The Phillips Creek project was discussed and a price for equipment of $15,000. Plus wages for HEO will be needed.  We should contact the county or state department to discuss a service agreement. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  The Town is still in need of an attorney. Supervisor Ross has someone to contact who is a municipal attorney.  Hopefully we will have one to come to the Organizational meeting in January 2017 to be appointed.  Someone needs to be appointed to cover the Bookkeeper in her absence. 
OLD BUSINESS: Supervisor Ross has talked to Jonathan Ingalls from DOT and Councilperson Skinner has talked to Laurie Cornell from the Governor’s office regarding the cleanup at the falls. It was agreed the Town should not be the lead agency. The DEC would have to be contacted and the Village would have to get a permit. 
Councilperson Zlomek will meet with Dr. Schmidt at the Genesee Valley School to discuss the summer recreation program they are planning. It is her understanding there is a food program as well. 
NEW BUSINESS:  Kindle tablets will be purchased for the Supervisor, Town Board members, Highway Superintendent and two for the Planning Board. A Usage Policy and Guidelines will be put in place and all Board 

Members will use a Town of Amity gmail account for email.  A Motion to purchase tablets was made by Councilperson Brown and seconded by Councilperson Gates.  All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay votes.  The motion was carried 5-0-0.  New chairs for the Board and office workers will be purchased this week which was discussed at a previous meeting. 
APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS: A motion to accept the General Abstract 11 in the amount of $18506.04 and Highway Abstract 11 in the amount of $19159.17 was made by Councilperson Zlomek.  A second was made by Councilperson Gates. All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.   The motion was carried 5-0-0.
ROUND TABLE: Wendy Skinner from the Planning Board was present and discussed briefly the Emergency Plan for the Town. We need to start with a Commander and have a chain of command in place.
