The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

SUPERVISOR ANNOUNCMENTS:  None 
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Exhibit B.  Superintendent Bigelow reported there were three burials at the cemetery this month.  The Mac truck has been returned from being repaired for a broken wire.  Superintendent Bigelow has been searching for a pickup to replace one of the pickups currently owned.  The trade in amount would be $20,000.00 with a plow.  The balance that would have to be paid is $20,430.00.  There was some discussion before a motion was made to approve the Highway Superintendent to trade the Highway pickup truck by Councilperson Skinner. A second was made by Councilperson Gates.  All Councilpersons voted Aye.  There were no Nay votes.  The motion was carried 4-0-0.
NEW BUSINESS:  Deputy Supervisor Francisco reported the rules for burial of remains at the cemetery need to be added.  There are none currently regarding what remains can be buried in.  It was decided “any remains other than cremated must be in a concrete container.”  The Town Clerk will add this to our current rules.  A motion was made to updates the cemetery rules for burial of remains by Councilperson Gates.  A second was made by Councilperson Zlomek.  All Councilpersons voted Aye.  There were no Nay votes.  The motion was carried 4-0-0.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  The Town is still in need of an attorney.  Supervisor Ross wasn’t present for an update. The cleaning bill from the Village was discussed once again and agreed upon it needs to be taken care of.  There are several projects coming up that the Town and Village have to work on together and we need to get the bill resolved so we have a good working relationship with the Village.  A motion was made by Councilperson Skinner.   A second was made by Councilperson Gates.  All Councilpersons voted Aye.  There were no Nay votes. The motion was carried 4-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS: There are several topics that have to be revisited from last year.  After a discussion, it was decided a list would be compiled to go over at our next meeting. 

APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS: A motion to accept the General Abstract 12 in the amount of $33,801.14 and Highway Abstract 12 in the amount of $37,650.91 made by Councilperson Brown.  A second was made by Councilperson Gates. All Councilpersons voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.   The motion was carried 4-0-0.
ROUND TABLE:   The Kindle tablets were given to the Town Board members and Wendy Skinner from the Planning Board.  There will be a usage policy written and given to all members.  The Year To Date Budget was sent to the Board members by email to their tablets.  Therefore, it was not included in the packets. 
The 2017 Resolutions have been typed and were submitted by the Town Clerk for signatures of the Board Members present. 

Councilperson Zlomek has met with Dr. Bryan Schmidt at the Genesee Valley School regarding the Summer Recreation Program.  
OPEN TO THE PUBLIC:  Wendy Skinner from the Planning Board reported Paula VanDyke will be renewed for four years and John Clouse for five years to the Planning Board.  They have to be sworn in after being appointed.  A motion was made by Councilperson Skinner to accept these appointments.  A second was made by Councilperson Brown.  All Councilpersons voted Aye.  There were no Nay votes.  The motion was carried 4-0-0.
