The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dana Ross at 7:00 PM. 
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
A motion to wave the reading of the minutes of the last meeting and to accept those minutes with corrections was made by Councilperson Gates.  A second to the motion was made by Councilperson Skinner.  All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay votes.  The motion was carried 4-0-0.

SUPERVISOR ANNOUNCMENTS. None
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Exhibit B. Superintendent Bigelow asked for the approval of the board to take down the pine trees at Wil-Mac Park, and to replace them with maple trees. The board asked him to get a price on trees, as the pine cones are making a mess out of the park, and being used to throw through Mr. Watson’s garage windows. A lot of work was done at the cemetery in preparation for Memorial Day. There were many compliments on how nice the cemetery looked. Councilman Skinner stated that he had helped put in new benches at the park. Superintendent Bigelow was also asked to get an estimate as to how much it would cost to fix the parking lot at the highway barns. 
OLD BUSINESS Resolution 2017-13 presented by Supervisor Ross titled: Resolution Appointing Law Offices of Ward & Kutzuba as Town Attorneys was approved by the board.  These things need to be added, they will be paid a flate rate of $5,000 a year, and this expires on December 31, 2017. A motion to accept with changes was made by Supervisor Ross, second by Councilperson Zlomek.  Passed 5-0-0.
A Resolution for the Court Audit was presented by Supervisor Ross. After Reviewing the audit a motion was made by Supervisor Ross, seconded by Councilperson Skinner. Carried 5-0-0.
There will be a public hearing held addressing the Cable Franchise with Spectrum, and second the Commercial Land Use Law. This is scheduled for June 26th at 6pm at the Town Hall.
There should be an update next meeting on the Water Project.

APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS: Highway abstract #6 in the amount of $51,418.28, and General abstract #6 in the amount of $28,185.53 were approved by the board. A motion was made by Councilperson Gates, second by Councilperson Brown. Carried 5-0-0.
ROUND TABLE: Councilperson Skinner stated that the roof is finished. There was one pallet of one hundred tiles. They used fifty of the one hundred. The remaining fifty are in the basement at the Town Hall. Councilperson Skinner suggested having the roof looked at every five years. The board agreed that would be a good idea.
OPEN TO THE PUBLIC:  Dave Gominiak asked if there was a way for us to have a system checks and balances with John Clouse for building permits. He suggested maybe a monthly report from him with all of the permits he has issued. He also brought up people parking on the grass at the Little League field. He suggested a no parking sign be put up. Supervisor Ross said he would speak to the individuals running Little League.
Legislator Healy was asked by Councilperson Skinner about development in Belvidere. He said it’s close to having things done, maybe in the next month. He didn’t really have much information as to what will be developed in that area.
Executive Session: Supervisor Ross made a motion to go into executive session at 8:45pm. Regular meeting resumed at 9:05pm.
