The meeting was called to order by Deputy Supervisor John Francisco at 7:03 PM. 
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
A motion to accept last month’s minutes with corrections was made by Councilperson Zlomek.  A second to the motion was made by Councilperson Skinner.  All Councilpersons voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  The motion was carried 3-0-0.

DEPUTY SUPERVISOR ANNOUNCMENTS: Supervisor Ross sent message stating we need to have a union negotiations meeting.  Supervisor Ross is to gather some facts and figures and it was suggested we meet in August.  
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Exhibit B. Superintendent Bigelow reported mowing road sides was finished, hauled stone for oil and stone this month, helped Caneadea and Scio oil and stone, mowed brush on Tuckers Corner and started Plumbottom Road, 2 cremations were done, multiple repairs were made to the traumatizer and flail mower, cemeteries and Wilmac Park have been mowed, an estimate for trees at Wilmac were gotten and there was a quote received from Blades to repair the parking lot at the Town barns of $37,720.00.
It was discussed that a grinder may be borrowed to grind the stumps at the cemetery.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 
OLD BUSINESS: Councilperson Skinner reported that the roof at the town hall has been repaired and the bill was below cost at a total of $10,856.69. 

 No permit has been received yet by the village for the Phillips Creek Project.  The village clerk was going to check the status with DEC.  Supervisor Ross was going to check with the state officials regarding aid for this project.  
Councilperson Zlomek stated the Summer Recreation Program started at the Genesee Valley School today.  Free meals will be provided for breakfast and lunch for any child whether they attended the program or not.

Councilperson Skinner and Deputy Supervisor Francisco have met with the Village regarding the water project.  They are slowly working through details and will report next month on progress.  They did indicate BOCES will be on the line.  

NEW BUSINESS: None

APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS: A motion to accept the General Abstract 07 in the amount of $32601.81 and Highway Abstract 07 in the amount of $16746.23 made by Councilperson Skinner.  A second was made by Councilperson Brown. All Councilpersons voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.   The motion was carried 3-0-0.
ROUND TABLE: Councilperson Brown will not be available at the Public Meeting on July 17.  Councilperson Zlomek was awarded “Citizen of the Year” during Amity Daze.  The Town Clerk read a thank you note to the Town Board from the BBA Committee for supplying the port-a-johns for Amity Daze.  
OPEN TO THE PUBLIC: Wendy Skinner presented a draft for the public to review before the meeting on July 17 of the Commercial Land Use Law. They will be available at the Town Clerk’s Office.  Dave Gominiak stated there was a county meeting at BOCES for shared services.  This was not well advertised and the public should be notified of such meetings.  The minutes for the county meetings have not been posted on their website for 2017.  Councilperson Skinner will speak to Legislator Healy about this matter.
