November 13, 2017

All Votes taken at this meeting will be by roll call.

The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dana Ross at 7:00 PM. 
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
A motion to wave the reading of the minutes of the last meeting was made by Councilperson Skinner.  A second to the motion was made by Supervisor Ross.  All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  The motion was carried 3-0-0.

GUESTS: Lisa Shay, East Wind Nurseries.  Lisa is planning a fall festival next year along with a tractor parade from her business to the village.  Cooperative Extension will be included in this festival.  There will be a meeting in January 2018 at East Winds.
SUPERVISOR ANNOUNCMENTS: Supervisor Ross announced that the developers want to come to the December 11th Board Meeting along with Craig Clark from Economic Development.  The Planning Board will be invited also and we will meet in the Horn Room.  
HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Exhibit B.  Superintendent Bigelow reported that the Mac is back in the shop in Rochester.  He is waiting to speak with the salesman about the bill. The leaves have been finished in the cemeteries. The Phillips Creek project is finished although there is a lot more to be done.  The channel is opened up and the trees are out of the way. Loose stones were cleaned up on Old Withey and Saunders Hill, honeying has been done on Cooley Hill, Upper Plumbottom and Reddy Road, patching was done on Eymer and Back River Road, brush was mowed on Eymer Road, a new portable welder was picked up, salt and sand were hauled in, one burial was done, ditching was started on Eymer Road, and the roads were sanded last Friday.  Superintendent Bigelow submitted paperwork for CHIPS for approximately $81,000.  Because there has been garbage found on Back River Road, Superintendent Bigelow would like to purchase a couple of trail cameras.  
NEW BUSINESS: An increase in fees for building permits needs to be done.  The Board will discuss what the increase fees will be at the next meeting.  
OLD BUSINESS: The town attorney has the Memo of Understanding for the water project.  It should be back in a week.  MRB would be the next step.  The water districts need to be in place.  Councilperson Skinner has a copy of the steps to be taken.  
The Land Use Law has been assigned number 01-2017.  A motion was made by Councilperson Skinner to accept the Land Use Law.  A second to the motion was made by Supervisor Ross.  All councilpersons and Supervisor Ross voted Aye.  There were no Nay votes.  A Site Plan Review Checklist is being made by the Planning Board.  The Town Board will have to review it.  Appeal forms will be needed and Supervisor Ross will get them.  There were no updates on the Emergency Plans.  A meeting will be scheduled within the next couple of weeks. 

The Town attorney will meet November 15, 2017 with Spectrum for negotiations and we should be hearing about the franchise agreement with Spectrum a/k/a Time Warner Cable soon. 
APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS: A motion to accept the General Abstract 07 in the amount of $23,700.11 and Highway Abstract 07 in the amount of $31,344.80 made by Councilperson Zlomek.  A second was made by Councilperson Skinner.  All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes. The motion was carried 3-0-0.
ROUND TABLE: Supervisor Ross indicated the Town Hall project has been completed and it looks great.  He also had emails in to the union representative for the Highway Department contract and hopes to meet with them several times to work on the contract. 
OPEN TO THE PUBLIC:  The individual at the end of Plumbottom Road has not been contacted yet regarding the placement of his mailbox so it doesn’t get knocked over again by the town plow.  Superintendent Bigelow will be advised this needs to be done.  

NEXT MEETING: The next regular board meeting will be held the December 11, 2017 at 7:00 PM at the Town Hall.
ADJOURN MEETING: A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Councilperson Skinner.  A second was made by Councilperson Zlomek.  Motion Carried 3-0-0.
