HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Exhibit B. Superintendent Bigelow requested permission to purchase a ditching bucket to use on an excavator that will be purchased next year.  There are monies left in his budget to do this.  The plow equipment has been put on, patching has been done, stumps have been grounded in the cemetery with the help of Angelica, a burial was done on December 9th, an air compressor was purchased and welding trailer was finished, ditching on Eymer Road was finished and potholes were patched on Ackerman Spur.
