The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dana Ross at 7:03 PM. 
The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
A motion to wave the reading of the minutes of the last meeting and to accept those minutes with corrections was made by Councilperson Skinner.  A second to the motion was made by Councilperson Brown.  All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay Votes.  The motion was carried 3-0-0.

HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT REPORT: Exhibit B.  Superintendent Bigelow reported They have plowed more snow, patched most of the pot holes in Town, have most of the trees and limbs cleaned up from last storm, have finished taking the rest of the trees down at Wilmac Park.  Weather permitting they will finish grading the park and plant new trees.  Steven Guman started back last Wednesday and has been cleaning up the mess in the cemetery.  The Highway crew attended the County Safety Meeting in Belfast on March 29th.  They have been getting equipment serviced and ready to sweep the roads and also to hone roads.  Superintendent Bigelow would like to haul in about 3000 tons of gravel and have it crushed as the stock pile is almost gone.  He indicated the Davis’ on Baker Valley Road are selling gravel. Supervisor Ross would like to see figures of cost before approval.  Drug and Alcohol testing is being done on employees.  They are chosen randomly.  The new excavator is having a thumb built for it.  
There was discussion regarding the trees at the cemetery that need to be identified as hazardous. They will need to be removed after Memorial Day.  Three quotes are needed before choosing a company to do this. 
APPROVAL OF ABSTRACTS: A motion to accept the General Abstract 04 in the amount of $36,291.38 and Highway Abstract 04 in the amount of $20,343.58 made by Councilperson Brown.  A second was made by Councilperson Skinner.  All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye. There were no Nay Votes. The motion was carried 3-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:  There was a public meeting on April 2, 2018 at 10:00 am which was recessed until April 9, 2018 at 6:30 pm for further comments.  Approval of Franchise Agreement with Spectrum was moved by Supervisor Ross.  A second to the motion was made by Councilperson Skinner. All Councilpersons and the Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay votes.  The motion was carried 3-0-0.   The agreement was signed by Supervisor Ross. Once the agreement is signed by Spectrum we will get a copy back. 

Supervisor Ross has met with Mayor Schmelzer and Village Clerk Hoshal regarding the water project Memo of Understanding.  The Village lawyer has added several pages to the original Memo of Understanding which was not anticipated by the Village or the Town. The Mayor is meeting with their lawyer again to discuss the MOU. 
Lisa Shay from East Wind Nurseries gave the Board an update on the Tractor Show & Parade scheduled for October 20, 2018.  She handed out advertisement flyers and registration forms.  She also handed out a map for the parade route.
NEW BUSINESS:    Resolution 2018-013 Appointment of Lisa Schmitt to the Board of Assessment Review.  A motion was made by Supervisor Ross to approve this appointment.  A second to the motion was made by Councilperson Gominiak.  All Councilpersons and Supervisor voted Aye.  There were no Nay votes.  The motion was carried 3-0-0.
ROUND TABLE:  The Annual Local Government Conference in Houghton is May 9, 2018.  Councilperson Skinner would like to develop a committee for Wilmac Park/Recreation Use.  There should be an individual from the Youth League, a village resident, and individual that lives on Willard Street, a Town resident, BBA and Rotary Club.  Brian Fanton from the Youth League will be invited to the next Board meeting.

EXECUTIVE SESSION: Supervisor moved that the meeting be adjourned at 8:40 PM for Executive Session regarding contract negotiations.  A second to the motion was made by Councilperson Brown.
